COMMITTEE REPORTS

Administration & Finance Committee:

Minutes are in the packets. Councilman Golden asked for a better understanding of the legal and engineering line items at a future committee meeting. 
Public Works Committee:

Minutes are in the packets.  There are two items for the Order of Business. On the committee meeting on April 14th, there will be a discussion of Wi-Fi in town. 
Public Safety Committee:

Minutes are in the packet. The recycling flyer the EAC sent out was very nice and something that can be utilized in homes. Vice President Dobbs would like to add some questions from the EAC to the next Public Works agenda. 
Building, Zoning, & Revitalization Committee:

Minutes are in the packet and there is one item for Order of Business. The EAC has been involved with the State level EAC and there will be a presentation form the state on April 10th at Abington Friends School. 
Jenkintown School District:
 Councilwoman Marlowe was asked to look into the social studies program at the school and why fifth graders are no longer required to visit a council meeting. She found the school has adopted a History Alive Social Studies program, and while there is an emphasis on local history, it has shifted a bit. 
As spring approaches the School District is encouraging students to walk to school. 

Prom is approaching and students who want to go must attend a meeting in order to be eligible. 

Color Day apparel must be ordered by April 16th. 

Elementary students will be getting a new science program next year. On May 5th the committee will present it to parents. 

Jenkintown Community Alliance:

A report is in the packet. Councilwoman Durkin will be working with Linda Kligman to make reports tailored to fit some other needs including vacancy lists. 
Multi-Municipal Group:

There will be an opportunity for community leaders to speak with SEPTA officials at a meeting on April 28th at Abington Hospital. Councilman Golden contacted council members about it, but those who do not have the information can see him. 
There will be upcoming meetings for the First Suburbs group locally, one of which is planned for May 26. 

Solicitor’s Report:

Solicitor Clark has no report but requests an executive session at the end of the meeting. 
Mayor’s Report:

Mayor Foley has been in contact with the School District about having the track and field around it open more hours. There has been some debate because of problems with dogs.  Mayor Foley stated that the existing signs should serve as warnings for people not to bring their dogs on the field and the police should cite people as they see them on the field. 
Mayor Foley will continue to work with the school district on solutions. 
Police Chief’s Report:

Chief DiValentino passed around a letter the department received from an inmate commending the police department for a job well done. 
Manager Report:

AT &T working with the Borough to fix the issue with the new pay stations in the new parking lot. 
The Chapter 9 report is completed and filed with the DEP. 

On April 1st the Borough submitted the final application for the county Revitalization Grant Program. On April 27th, the grants will be reviewed by the county along with the revitalization plan. 

We are working on getting information for Wi-Fi in Town Square. 

The sidewalk at the Library is scheduled to be replaced the week of April 12.
