David Limmer 318 Washington Lane: There are three issues, congestion at intersection, chronic hydraulic issues, degree of intrusiveness onto Washington Lane Properties. 

The traffic needs were based on when Gallman Group was going to make the property into an assisted living facility eight years ago. The needs need to be more currently assessed. 

Consider the implications of greater congestion in shopping center on York Rd. 
There are underground streams, this will also impact residents on Lenox Rd and Meetinghouse Rd in Abington. 

Paul Boutcher: My mom lives on 622 Washington Lane. Don’t we think we should stop this argument, it’s already developed, the council years ago asked for four conditions which were granted, why sepnd more money on this?

Mr. Cheek of Washington Lane: First they were condos, the assisted living, now they won’t show us the plans. 
Dr. Giamonco: Are there EDU issues with these?

President Goldman called for a roll call vote and explained a yes vote would authorize Solicitor Clarke to settle the matter. 

Councilmen Boutcher, Clark, Conners and Madden, Councilwoman Pancoe and President Goldman voted “Yes”.
