Earl Armitage updated the committee on traffic signals on York Road and interconnections. Bids due February 26, 2010. Pennoni will summarize the bids and report to council.

Evan Stone gave a report on the Streetscape Project and showed examples of the project. The only unsure is that the county doesn’t have full funding for rain gardens just yet.

Earl reviewed funding for the streetscape project for $300,000.00 from Montgomery County (which expires February 2011) and $800,000.00 from Congresswoman Allyson Schwartz. 

Out of the $1,100,000.00 for construction, 12% goes to inspection. PENNDOT will bid and award in May 2010. There will be a notice to proceed around September 2010.

New Borough Parking Lot Attendant workshop. Attendant will accept Visa, Mastercard & Discover.

Budget plans for 2010 Street Paving and Pot Hole work. The goal is for Mike Micciolo to have list of what needs to be repaired by May 2010.
