Gail Post – Business owner 711 West Ave. - Septa data survey is skewed. Look at page 131 of survey. Septa skewed the data to reflect what they want and not really what is needed. 

77% of the people who park at the station are not from the area. A high percentage of drivers do not live locally. People from other areas don’t use local station because a lack of service and parking.

Suzanne Whitehead – 219 Summit Ave. – I love the trains, use them, value them. That said I am not convinced this is the best spot to expand, don’t see the value of making Jenkintown bigger. All I see is Fern Rock II. Why can’t you expand where these commuters are coming from? Landsdale, Plumsteadville, etc.?

Mary Clark – 412 Maple St. -
Impressed with responsiveness of designers, but don’t see why this is needed. Expand Septa to people where they live. Any other alternatives besides parking garages?

Beaver Hill Resident: We asked you not to put parking spots at West Ave. Bringing more traffic on West Ave you need to give that some though. Concerned about congestion factor.

Joanne Gearhart – 213 Runnymede Ave. – Is the money just earmarked for design or construction as well? Can we not add more spots so people have to get on at the other stations? Why can’t we add more service to outlying spots? In the late 80’s we had to call in everyone, commissioners, senators, etc. We don’t want this and we don’t need it. It has to come from the top, telling Septa to back off and leave us alone.

Bill Ince – 306 Wyncote Rd. – New train cars are wider and will work in conjunction with helping load in and off. How does pick up and drop off point compare to what is there now?
